Awards, Ribbons, and Badges
CAP Regulations 35-6 and 39-3
1.  Awards of Aeronautical ratings must be documented and pilot must qualify in accordance with CAPR 60-1.  Information will be entered online by the check pilot certifying and approving the pilot’s qualifications, testing results and flights. See Section 1 of CAPR 35-6 outlining requirements for Pilot and Observer ratings.
2. Sections 2, 3, and 4 outline requirements for Emergency Services Badges, Emergency Services Patches, and Ground Team Badges.  Any Ground Team Qualification (GTM1, GTM2, or GTM3) allows the member to wear the Basic Ground Team Badge.  Ground Team Leaders (GTL) are allowed to wear the Senior Ground Team Badge (with a star above the basic badge).  Ground Branch Directors are allowed to wear the Master Ground Team Badge (with a star within a wreath above the basic ground team badge).
3. Requests for all of the above badges must be made on a CAPF2A and routed through channels to New York Wing for approval and must be accompanied by documentation that they have completed the appropriate level.
4. Most of the other Civil Air Patrol awards and ribbons are outlined in CAPR 39-3 and requested using a CAPF 2A.  The most commonly requested are:
a. Red Service Ribbon – CAPR 39-3, Section F, para 21
b. “Find” Ribbon – must have Mission number, date of mission, and mission duty assignment (Ground Team Member, Mission Scanner, etc)
c. Cadet Advisory Council Ribbon – awarded to primary appointed member of Cadet Advisory Council
d. Recruiter Ribbon – Cadet or Senior, see specific requirements in CAPR 39-3
e. Unit Citation Ribbon – must be a member of the unit or higher echelon within the time period of the award stipulation – individual F2A’s do not have to be submitted
5. Senior Training Awards are requested using a CAPF24.  Only the information pertaining to the award being requested should be completed.  If documentation needed, attach copies.
